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Dear Parishioners, 
 

 This week we begin the liturgical season of Advent, during which we are especially mind-
ful of penance, preparation and the poor. 
 

From the beginning, Advent was celebrated as a time of penance (which is why the color of 
Advent is purple, the color of penance):  we recall the first coming of Christ, born to save us from sin and 
death, and in light of that we prepare for His second coming by doing penance for our sins, for He will 
judge us when he comes.  (In the Eastern Rite Catholic Churches, Advent is still a time of great fasting!)  I 
believe we need to recover that penitential aspect of our Advent preparations, especially by receiving the 
Sacrament of Penance.  Your priests will be offering more times for Confession this Advent, includ-
ing before each Sunday Mass:  please receive this great gift of Jesus’ mercy during this holy season. 

 
Our parish will offer many other spiritual and social activities to help everyone prepare to 

celebrate the coming of Christ:  please study the bulletin insert for a full list of events at Holy Family.  
I particularly urge all to unite for our beautiful celebration of Our Lady of Guadalupe, Patroness of all 
the Americas, at 5:00 A.M. on Saturday, December 12:  it consists of the prayer of the Rosary and ven-
eration of Our Lady with roses in the church, followed by hot chocolate and sweet rolls, and piñatas for 
kids, in the gym–all accompanied by sacred mariachi music!  Remember too the Knights of Columbus’ 
breakfast with Santa on Sunday, December 20.  Of course, we will continue our First Friday night and 
every Wednesday Adoration of the Most Blessed Sacrament; and, the Legion of Mary will lead us in 
the Rosary in the church at 7:00 P.M. (Saturdays at 7:30 P.M.) every night of Advent.  I urge everyone 
especially to take more time to pray, including for one another, and particularly in our families. 

 
Jesus was born to proclaim the good news of salvation especially to the poor, so we 

should be particularly generous to the needy during this holy time, and in these tough economic times.   
Here are some ways you can help:  the annual Christmas 2nd collection for Catholic Charities of the 
Diocese of Arlington, serving the poor in Northern Virginia; our Giving Tree, which helps our local poor; 
and, as always, don’t forget our own food pantry.  If you would like more ideas or would like to volunteer 
your time to serve the poor, please call Matty Lupo in our Parish Charities office.  

 
In addition, to nourish your faith, I will lead guided Scripture meditations on Advent Mon-

day nights in English, and offer a tour in Spanish of religious art in the National Gallery in Washington 
(the same tour I gave in English last Lent).  
 
 By all means, enjoy the many delights of the seasonïbut may our families especially open 
our hearts to the true, spiritual joys that God promises us, remembering always that Jesus is the 
reason for the season.  Your parish will do all we can to help you in that regard.   Again, check out the 
purple bulletin insert for our Advent and Christmas schedules.
