Symbols of Christmas -
The color white symbolizes the purity of Jesus and Mary. The color red is for the blood of Christ and green is for

faith.
The nativity

is the representation of the manger scene in Bethlehem.

Since they are round, and a circle is endless, wreaths represent eternity.
Candles represent the light that Jesus brought to earth. The lights represent Christ, the "Light of the World."
Lights also represent stars, like those in the sky over Bethlehem.

Evergreensr epr esent Godés everlasting | ove for His people.

Holly is a shrub with sharp pointed leaves and red berries. The sharp points remind us of the points on the crown
of thorns, and the red berries remind us of the blood that Jesus shed for our sake. Historically, French and English
families hung holly over their doors to symbolize a home in which Christ's birth was celebrated.

The Poinsettia was brought to the U.S. by Dr. J.R. Poinsett in 1825. He was the first United States ambassador to
Mexico. Because of the shape of its leaf, the poinsettia is sometimes called the Christmas Star. The five-pointed
flower represents the five wounds of Christ.

Angels announced to the shepherds of the birth of Jesus. Angels come in many forms for Christmas decorations
including the tree topper.

Bells symbolize joy at the birth of Christ. Traditionally they are rung to announce the birth of Jesus.
