Inclement Weather Policy regarding Mass Attendance 
All baptized Catholics are obliged to attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation. However, there are particular cir-
cumstances or conditions that may excuse a Catholic from this obligation. If you are ill, homebound, or if there are severe 
weather conditions that make attending Mass dangerous to your safety or that of others, you are excused from the obligation. 
In such cases, if you are unable to attend Mass, the Church recommends making a spiritual Communion and spending some 
time in prayer.  Remember that the Sunday TV Mass allows for those who are homebound to spiritually participate in the  
Catholic Mass. The Mass airs on Sundays from 10:30 a.m.-11:00 a.m. on the WDCW (ñThe CWò). Check your local listings to 
locate which channel the Mass airs in your area.

LENTEN NOTES:  As we enter into the season of Lent, it is helpful to recall the discipline of the Church with regards to 
fast, abstinence and other forms of penance. Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of fast and abstinence. The law of 
fasting allows one full meal and two smaller ones. The law of abstinence prohibits the eating of meat. The Fridays of Lent are 
days of abstinence in the United States. The obligation of abstinence begins at age 14. The law of fasting obliges all between 
the ages of 18-59.  Pastors and parents are to see to it that minors, though not bound by the law of fast and abstinence, are 
educated in the authentic sense of penance and encouraged to do acts of penance suitable to their age. All members of the 
Christian faithful are encouraged to do acts of penance and charity beyond what is prescribed.
