Pastors and parents are to see to it that minors, though not 
bound by the law of fast and abstinence, are educated in the authentic sense of penance and encouraged to do acts of 
penance suitable to their age. All members of the Christian faithful are encouraged to do acts of penance and charity be-
yond what is prescribed.
