Dear Parishioners, 
 

 This Monday, April 19, marks the fifth anniversary of the election of our Holy Father, Pope Benedict XVI.  
He has been a great teacher of the truths of the faith, a champion of the beauty of the sacred liturgy, and a fatherly 
example of charity.  He has also done more than anyoneïboth before and after being elected Popeïto address 
scandals in the Church.  That is a factïdespite what some are saying.  Yet consider the following quotation from a 
commentator in the Washington Postïon Holy Saturday, of all days: 
 

òShould the pope resign?ò . . . .  He should not resign . . . because he is perfectly positioned to accelerate 
the downfall of the evil, corrupt organization whose character he fits like a glove. . . .  He should remain in 
charge of the whole rotten edificeïthe whole profiteering, woman-fearing, guilt-gorging, truth-hating, child-
raping institutionïwhile it tumbles, amid a stench of incense and a rain of tourist-kitsch sacred hearts and 
preposterously crowned virgins, about his ears.  (Richard Dawkins) 

 

That is an unacceptably hateful insult not only to our Holy Father but also to every faithful Catholic.  It 
proves that anti-Catholicism is the most accepted form of bigotry in our country today.  A major newspaper in our na-
tionôs capital prints such venom as an enlightened opinion on its religion (ñOn Faithò) page the day before our holiest 
feast.  Would they print a similarly poisonous opinion of an ayatollah against Jews on the day before Rosh Hashanah?  
Would they print a rant like that by White supremacists against Blacks on the day before the Martin Luther King, Jr. 
Holiday?  Never. 

 

Now, as Catholic Christians we are not afraid of the truth:  where injustices have been committed, justice 
must be done; where priests and bishops have created grave scandals, they must suffer the consequences.  But ñthe 
baby must not be thrown out with the bathwaterò; the overwhelming majority of Catholic bishops, priests and lay-
people who are innocent cannot be condemned along with the guilty.  The whole Church, its teachings, its priest-
hood and gift of celibacy according to the example of Christ, its good people, cannot be insulted because a few have 
failed:  that is bigotry, because it involves the collectivization of guilt. 
 

In this shamelessly anti-Catholic environment, let us continue to pray for and to defend the Holy      
Father, our holy bishops and priests, and the whole Church, Christôs Mystical Body on Earth.  I remain,
