Pope John Paul II, in a Homily at Yankee Stadium, October 2, 1979 talked about the key themes of Catholic Social teaching. He said the 

Catholic Church proclaims that human life is sacred and that the dignity of the human person is the foundation of a moral vision for  

society.  The person is not only sacred but also social.  Thus marriage and the family are the central social institutions that must be sup-

ported and strengthened, not undermined.   
 

The Catholic tradition teaches that human dignity can be protected and a healthy community can be achieved only if human rights are 

protected and responsibilities are met.  The economy must serve people, not the other way around.  We are one human family regardless 

of our national, racial, ethnic, economic, and ideological differences.  At the core of the virtue of solidarity is the pursuit of justice and 

peace.
