SOCIAL JUSTICE REFLECTION: POVERTY IN VIRGINIA 
Did you knowé..  Although Virginia is a comparatively prosperous stateðit had the ninth lowest poverty rate among the fifty states in 2009ðmany 

Virginians live in poverty.  How many?  14.3 percent of all Virginians in 2009, according to the American Community Survey.  To put that in perspective, 
Virginians living in poverty could fill the Richmond International Raceway, the largest sports arena in the state, with a seating capacity of more than 
107,000, every day for more than a week.  Poor children in Virginia could more than fill the Raceway for two days. 

 
REFLECTION.  Try to visualize that:  the Richmond International Raceway, full to capacity every day for more than a week, full of people who are struggling 
in poverty.  Here in Virginia.  Try to consider: is there anything we can do to notice the poor in our midst more clearly, and to respond to their needs more 
mercifully and more justly? 
 

The American bishops, in urging Catholics to practice ñfaithful citizenship,ò tell us, ñresponsible citizenship is a virtue, and participation in political life is a 
moral obligation.  This obligation is rooted in our baptismal commitment to follow Jesus Christ and to bear Christian witness in all we do.ò  As Catholics, we 
have an obligation to think about our responsibilities as citizens. 
 
The bishops also remind us of Pope Benedictôs teaching: ñLove for widows and orphans, prisoners, and the sick and needy of every kind, is as essential to 
the Church as the ministry of the sacraments and preaching of the Gospel.ò  We have a responsibility to love the disadvantaged.  What does it meanð
concretelyð to love the poor and the lowly?
