Did you know é . Although Virginia is a comparatively prosperous stated it had the ninth lowest poverty rate among the fifty states in 20098 many
Virginians live in poverty. How many? 14.3 percent of all Virginians in 2009, according to the American Community Survey. To put that in perspective,
Virginians living in poverty could fill the Richmond International Raceway, the largest sports arena in the state, with a seating capacity of more than
107,000, every day for more than a week. Poor children in Virginia could more than fill the Raceway for two days.
