Great scholars and doctors of the church have writ-
ten extensively on this topic.  The Church also has a treasure trove of information on liturgy through 
her liturgical documents.  In these documents, the Church teaches us in the ways of òall things liturgi-
caló.  We learn the practical aspects as well as the aesthetic components that make up our liturgical 
celebrations.  Some of these documents are the General Instruction on the Roman Missal (GIRM), Sacro-
sanctum Concilium, Musicam Sacram, and Redemptoris Sacramentum just to name a few.  You can 
access these documents from the USCCB website as well as the Vatican website.  In the next few weeks, 
I will be posting excerpts from some of these documents, to raise awareness of what we do during Mass.
