Liturgical Documents
Last week we introduced (iturgical documents written by The Holy Father, Pope Benedict. This week

we discuss the Sacrosanctum Concilium. One of the most important liturgical documents that came from the second Vatican Coun-
cilis the Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy 8 Sacrosanctum Concilium. This document covers all aspects of the (iturgy and is the

source for other important documents on the liturgy, including the General Instruction of the Roman Missal 8 GIRM. It talks

about the importance of proper instruction about the nature of liturgy, the Divine Office (Liturgy of the Hours), and sacred mu-

sic, as well as the norms, the reform of sacred liturgy, and the roles that each pevson plays during the liturgy. The following

quote from the document is a good place to start our explovation of the liturgy, but if you want to read more, check out the Vati-

can website for this document at Attp://www.vatican.va/archive/hist_councils/ii vatican_council/documents/vat-
ii_const_19631204_sacrosanctum-concilium_en.Atm{

10. Nevertheless the liturgy is the summit toward which the activity of the Church is divected; at the same time it is the font
from which all her power flows. For the aim and object of apostolic works is that all who are made sons of God by faith and bap-
tism should come together to praise God in the midst of His Church, to take part in the sacrifice, and to eat the Lord's supper.

The liturgy in its turn moves the faithful, filled with "the paschal sacraments," to be "one in holiness" [26]; it prays that "they may

hold fast in their [ives to what they have grasped by their faith" [27]; the renewal in the Fucharist of the covenant between the
Lord and man dvaws the faithful into the compelling love of Christ and sets them on fire. From the (iturgy, therefore, and espe-

cially from the Fucharist, as from a font, grace is poured forth upon us; and the sanctification of men in Christ and the glorifica-

tion of God, to which all other activities of the Church are divected as toward their end, is achieved in the most efficacious possi-
ble way.

at Our Lady of Good Counsel, Vienna.
