Happy Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Jesus!   

 The Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ is also known as the Solemnity of Corpus Christi, 

which translates from Latin to "Body of Christ." This feast originated in France in the mid-thirteenth century and was 

extended to the whole Church by Pope Urban IV in 1264. This feast is celebrated on the Thursday following the Trinity 

Sunday or, as in the USA, on the Sunday following that feast. 

 This feast calls us to focus on two manifestations of the Body of Christ, the Holy Eucharist and the Church. The 

primary purpose of this feast is to focus our attention on the Eucharist. The opening prayer at Mass calls our attention 

to Jesus' suffering and death and our worship of Him, especially in the Eucharist. At every Mass our attention is called 

to the Eucharist and the Real Presence of Christ in it. The secondary focus of this feast upon the Body of Christ as it is 

present in the Church. The Church called the Body of Christ because of the intimate communion which Jesus shares 

with his disciples. He expresses this in the gospels by using the metaphor of a body where He is the head. This image 

helps keep in focus both the unity and the diversity of the Church. 

 The Feast of Corpus Christi is commonly used as an opportunity for public Eucharistic processions, which serve 

as a sign of common faith and adoration. Our worship of Jesus in His Body and Blood calls us to offer to God our Fa-

ther a pledge of undivided love and an offering of ourselves to the service of others. 

 May we always faithfully celebrate the Eucharist by attending Mass every Sunday and holy day, receive 

Holy Communion by being properly disposed, and adore the Most Blessed Sacrament present in our church.

Liturgical Documents   

Sancrosanctum Concilium.  This week, itõs pretty self evident.  What happens at Mass comes to us through the 
liturgical books, and not left up to our own personal interpretation.  The only persons who can change things are 
the Pope and the bishops.  They are the only ones who can add or subtract anything from the liturgy.  You and I 
cannot do that!  Even priests do not have that authority.  (unless, of course, the bishop gives it to them!)   
 

While it is true that not even a priest can add or subtract to the parts and prayers that are the liturgy, the 
Church provides for OPTIONS regarding some of the aspects of the liturgy (such as the use of bells and incense, the 
placement of a crucifix on the altar, and other such items that are part of the liturgical celebration).  That is why 
we have the documents, such as Sacrosanctum Concilium and the General Instructions to the Roman Missal 
(GIRM) to help teach us proper procedures.  They are a great resource for us.
