LITURGY AND MUSIC  
 

Liturgical Documents  - Sacrosanctum Concilium 
  

32. The liturgy makes distinctions between persons according to their liturgical function and sacred 
Orders, and there are liturgical laws providing for due honors to be given to civil authorities. Apart 
from these instances, no special honors are to be paid in the liturgy to any private persons or classes of 
persons, whether in the ceremonies or by external display. 
  

We love to recognize people in our liturgies, but that really isnôt what we are supposed to do!  It sounds strange to us in our culture today 

where we give recognition to everyone.  We should be attending Mass for one reason and one reason alone - to worship God.  All else is 

secondary.  Mass is not the time, nor place, to be recognized in a special celebration or for a special honor.  So the above article from 

Sacrosanctum Concilium tells us that while there are distinctions between the ministers at Mass (lectors, altar servers, choir members, 

etc.), and distinctions between bishops, priests, and deacons, we do not, and cannot, give special preference to classes of people, cultures, 

or genders.  We all assemble to worship God, even if we have different roles to fill at the Mass.
