The Sisters of Charity gave us their proxy to the annual shareholders 

meeting of Bank of America, where Rev Clyde Ellis of Mt Olive Baptist on behalf of VOICE represented the 

needs of Dale City. The Bank of America has agreed to a new set of principles and practices that will turn 

around the situation in our community. Families who were floundering in their efforts to stay in their 

homes have been promised a fresh approach. Decisions on mortgages will be made, provided that paper-

work is done, by a mobile unit  at 4545 Daisy Reid Ave, Woodbridge, from July 26 to July 30. Matty Lupo 

our Social Ministry Director can provide you more info at "Matty Lupo" <mlupo@holyfamilydalecity.org> 

or by calling 703 730 1791. I thought we were tilting at windmills when we began this community effort but 

I learn again that faith can move mountains , even corporate America.
