Chant Workshop...We will be offering a workshop for anyone interested in learning to sing chant, using the neume (square note) 

notation.  Our workshop will start with a Mass sung by our Womenôs Chant Schola on the Feast of the Assumption (Aug. 15th ) at 7:30 

PM.  The workshop will continue each night thereafter through the 19th of August, and then on August 22nd the members of our work-

shop will have the opportunity to sing for the Mass that evening for the feast of the Queen ship of Mary.  Each session will begin at 7:30 

PM and will last until approximately 1 ½ hours.  This is a free workshop!  Come if you are interested! 
 

Special Masses in honor or the Blessed Virgin Mary 
This year the Assumption of Mary is not a Holy Day of Obligation.  However, we will still be honoring our Blessed 

Virgin Mary at a mass on Monday, August 15th at 7:30 pm in the Church.  The responses of the Mass will be 

chanted mostly in Latin, but the readings will be bilingual.  Handouts will be provided to help you navigate through 

the Latin chants.   
 

Those partici-

pants in the chant workshop will sing some of the chants that they have learned in their workshop.  Again, handouts 

will be provided. 
 

Music Reading Workshop...We will be offering a music reading workshop for anyone interested in improving 

their skills in music.  Each day will offer a different concept to master, starting with rhythm, then melody, the harmony, 

meter, and timbre.
