Why Gregorian Chant?  When you hear a military march, there is no question for what it is used.  When you hear cocktail music, even 

if your eyes are closed, you can tell where you are simply by the music that you hear.  The same is true for music for the Church.  Even if your 
eyes are closed, you know when you hear chant, that you are in church ï there is not any question.  That and the smell of incense! 
 

 When you hear a military march, you know that the music is metered so that one can march to it.  It has a distinct timing to it.  Gregorian 
Chant has a sense of timelessness to it that isnôt found in any other type of music.  It is written that way on purpose to give the singer and listener 
the sense that time is eternal and timeless.
