PASTOR’S CORNER

Brothers and Sisters,

This weekend has great significance for the parish and for the USA. First, we com-
memorate the 10th Anniversary of the 9/11 tragedy. We remember the victims and their
families. Last week, I attended an Eid Supper hosted by the Muslim Community to con-
clude Ramadan, time of fasting for reconciliation. At this event Muslims in Virginia pro-
moted a Muslims for Life campaign. They hope to have 10,000 volunteers offering a pint of
blood each in order to save lives. In many ways the destruction of human life that occurred
on 9/11 calls for a renewed commitment to the sanctity of human life on the part of all be-
lievers.

The best response to violence is not vengeance or division or war. The response that
redeems is a commitment to peace, to life and to reconciliation.
