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Dear Parishioners, 
 

I have always loved the Solemnity of All Saints because it reminds us that not only the 
officially canonized saints, whose names everyone knows, have made it to heaven, but also so 
many unnamed holy people have fought the good fight of faith and received the Lord’s prom-
ised inheritance:  adults and children, married and single people, clergy and laity–people of all 
times, places and races have been faithful and have received their reward.  May we be holy, 
like them, and join them some day in heaven! 

 

During the month of November, the month of the Holy Souls, we remember the faithful 
departed who suffer in Purgatory for the consequences of their venial sins, and we pray for 
their speedy progress to heaven.  Join us this Monday, November 2, All Souls Day, for a 
7:30 P.M. bilingual Mass for the repose of the souls of all the faithful departed–especially 
our fellow parishioners, relatives and friends. 

 

Again I remind you that this Tuesday we Virginians will go to the polls to vote in state 
elections.  The Virginia Catholic Conference (VCC), founded by the bishops of Virginia’s 
two dioceses, Arlington and Richmond, to advocate for issues of justice dear to Catholic citi-
zens, offers a wealth of materials on its website (vacatholic.org) to assist us in voting for can-
didates who promote Catholic values.   Their “Pre-Election Resources” include:  Political Activ-
ity Guidelines, Series on Key Issues in Virginia, Candidate Survey Responses, and a video on 
faithful citizenship by the bishops of Virginia.  Check it all out, and cast a vote formed by Catho-
lic social teaching!   

 

Also, although things are confusing in the national debate over our health care sys-
tem and laws, Catholic principles remain simple and clear.  As Chicago’s Cardinal George, 
President of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, has explained:   

 
1. “Everybody should be taken care of” (nobody should be deprived of basic health 

care) 
2. “Nobody should be deliberately killed” (by abortion or euthanasia.) 
3. “Respect the consciences of health-care workers” (who should not be forced to per-

form or to refer people for abortions) 
4. “Respect the consciences of taxpayers who don’t want to see their money spent 
for abortion”  (which is current law supported by a majority of Americans) 
 

The Church provides guidance with these fundamental moral principles:  how they are worked 
out in practical terms is up to citizens and to their elected representatives.  Let us all pray and 
work so that our laws and our health care system provide for and protect everyone–especially 
the unborn, the poor and the dying.  I remain,
